JALAPENO POPPER DIP 

 

 

2- 8 oz. pkgs. Cream cheese softened 

1 cup good mayo I use Dukes 

1- 4 oz. can green chilies drained 

2 oz. chopped jalapeno (type in jar for nachos) 

1 cup grated parmesan cheese 

 

Blend cream cheese, mayo, chilies, and jalapeno. Pour parmesan cheese on top. 
Bake at 375 deg. for 30 minutes or until top is golden brown. You can microwave, 
but I think the presentation is nicer and the taste is better if baked in oven. Micro for 
3 min. 

 

 

JALAPENO POPPERS 

 

 

12 large jalapeno peppers  

1 cup cream cheese (you can use Mexican cream cheese if you like) 

1 cup shredded cheese 

12 strips thin bacon 

Cut peppers in half. Clean peppers of seed and membrane. Fill peppers with cream 
cheese and shredded cheese till slightly overflow. Wrap with bacon, cut in half 
strips, secured with toothpick and place on a rack over a baking pan to catch 
drippings. Bake at 375 to 400 deg until bacon is crisp to your liking. The cheese and 
peppers will be hot. 
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
